Safety on the Job

Topic Overview (why the topic is important to the students)

Young workers are at a much higher risk of injury than workers of any other age
group. More than half of workplace accidents involving workers aged 15 to 24 occur
during the first six months on the job. And almost 20 percent occur during the first
month on the job.

1 Each day in B.C., 41 young workers are hurt on the job.
1 Every week, five of these workers are permanently injured.
1 In 2006, nine young workers were killed in work-related accidents.
